d. What color are your eyes?  Do you wear glasses or contact lenses?

e. What color is your hair?  Do you dye it?  How is your hair styled?

f. What is your general appearance?  Are you good looking or plain?  Ordinary or outlandish?
g. How do you dress?  What is your fashion sense?
h. How physically healthy are you?  Do you have any physical diseases or disorders?

i. What is your physical build?

j. Do you have any distinguishing marks?  Scars?  Tattoos?  Birthmarks?

k. Do you have any physical disabilities or incapacities?

c. How much money did you make last year?  Was it a good year, a bad year, or average?

d. Describe your living conditions.  Where do you live and what’s the place like?  What’s the neighborhood like?

e. What do you do for transportation?

f. How do you tend to use your money?  Are you a saver, an investor, a spender?  Are you impulsive with your money or do you budget every penny?

g. What are your career goals?  What’s your dream job?
