
TACTICAL CAT
Storm Cat – Terre Haute, by Caro (Ire)

Grade 1 Winner at 2 and Sire of TEN 2003 First-Crop Winners
TACTICAL CAT ranks high on the 2003 Freshman Sire list with TEN winners and 5 additional placed runners
through late October, led by Monmouth Park SW FASHION GIRL and stakes performers Snappy Little Cat and
Mrs. Mistofelees.
The $500,000 high-selling filly at Barretts this spring, FASHION GIRL became her sire's first stakes winner with a
victory in Monmouth Park’s $60,000 Colleen S. She has won 3 of her first 5 starts, with a 2 3/4-length Churchill
Downs allowance score and a 3 1/4-length debut victory at Keeneland. Other promising maiden special-weight
winners include TACTICAL GOLD (at Belmont Park), CRITICAL CAT (at Saratoga), and PARTHENON (at Saratoga).
One of 27 Group/Grade 1 winners by two-time Leading Sire and six-time Leading Juvenile Sire STORM CAT, 
TACTICAL CAT is the first foal of Santa Anita SW TERRE HAUTE, from the family of multiple Grade 1 winner and
successful sire SKIP TRIAL ($1,837,451). He won or  placed in 6 stakes at 2, including a come-from-behind vic-
tory in the 1 1/16-mile Hollywood Futurity [G1] and a 5 3/4-length score in the 5 1/2 -furlong Tremont S. at
Belmont Park over Grade 1 winner Lucky Roberto, after a wire to wire a 7-length win at Keeneland in his racing
debut, only 4/5 off the track record.
TACTICAL CAT’S 29 sales yearlings averaged $59,047 in 2003, with individuals for up to $250,000. His first
sales juveniles averaged $132,429 in 2003, with individuals for up to $500,000.
